On Methodology of Teaching the Variative Aspect-tense Markers in Modern Chinese

The problem of variation and optionality of grammatical marking of aspect-tense categories in Modern Chinese
has always been a great challenge for theoretic approach, as well as for the methodology and practice in Chinese
language teaching. An experimental study on the optionality of marking proved that the regular usage of the
markers 7, it, & among native speakers accounts for only 17% - 20% of the overall usage, while cases with
different degree of variability in appearance cover 80% and more of the total number of marked positions. When
appearing in contextually independent simple sentences, the formatives, being the only means of expressing




the tense-aspect semantics of the sentence are indispensable in use. Under the influence of other aspectually-
relevant components, including adverbials of time and other contextual information, the markers acquire a great
degree of grammatical optionality and tend to have some stylistic, modal or accentual functions that are subjectively
motivated. The lecture proposes a methodology of teaching, based on gradual model for explaining the functioning
of the markers on several subsequent levels, i.e. on verb lexeme semantic level, core syntactic level (predicate
with its arguments), simple sentence level, fixed syntactic constructions, complex sentence level, discourse and
text level. Comparative examples of marked/unmarked phrases are presented on different levels, accounting for
the necessity or possibility of the formatives to be used or omitted under certain conditions, taking into view the
different connotations and communicative functions of the formatives according to the actual situation of speech.

The hardship of acquiring the Chinese language is
presented by its linguistics characteristics differing from
European languages, as well as by its different procession
demand. The use of the strategy in the background
of successful Chinese language learning shows
characteristics different from those of other languages.

The research analyzes the Chinese language learning
strategies of 231 Hungarian university student language
learners. The study summarizes the Chinese language
learning strategies and verbal learning strategies used
most frequently by Hungarian language learners. The
sequence of the preference of the language learning
strategies gives an accurate picture of the use of
strategy of individual language learners’ groups.

Hungarian Language Learners’ Chinese Language Learning Strategies

The lectureis trying to find the answer to the question of how
the involvement of the background variables influencing
the choice of language learning strategies - age, gender,
motivation, time spent learning Chinese, language learner
style, level of language knowledge, language exam, target
language environment - modifies the use of strategies.

The results of the survey showed that the individual
background variables show close connection with the
strategy use, but it is most of all the language learning
style that most markedly influences the success of the
learning of the Chinese language. Out of the language
learning styles it was the preference for the use of
the auditive physical senses that showed significant
correlation with the learning of the Chinese language.
